HB 1359 eliminates the $50 application fee for designated caregivers, allows up to three designated caregivers for a
registered qualifying patient, and changes the membership of the Medical Marijuana Advisory Board.

Eliminating the application fee for designated caregivers will result in less revenue collected. Allowing up to three
designated caregivers for a qualifying patient will require programming changes to the registration information
technology system (BioTrackTHC).
