AN ACT to amend and reenact subsection 4 of section 47-20.1-02 of the North Dakota Century Code, 
relating to the definition of the practice of land surveying.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. AMENDMENT. Subsection 4 of section 47-20.1-02 of the North Dakota Century Code 
is amended and reenacted as follows:

4. "Practice of land surveying" means the assuming of responsibility for the surveying of land for 
the  establishment  of  corners,  lines,  boundaries,  and  monuments,  the  laying  out  and 
subdivision of land, the defining and locating of corners, lines, boundaries, and monuments 
after they have been established, the survey of land areas for the purpose of determining the 
topography thereof, the making of topographical delineations, and the preparing of maps and 
accurate records thereof, when the proper performance of such services requires technical 
knowledge and skillhas the same meaning as in section 43  -  19.1  -  02  .
