HOUSE BILL NO. 1326

AN ACT to provide for exemption of federal coronavirus stimulus funds for the service payments for
elderly and disabled and the basic care programs; and to declare an emergency.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. SERVICE PAYMENTS FOR ELDERLY AND DISABLED AND BASIC CARE
PROGRAMS - FEDERAL CORONAVIRUS STIMULUS FUNDS. During the 2019-21 and 2021-23
bienniums, under the service payments for elderly and disabled program, Medicaid waiver for the aged
and disabled program, and aid to vulnerable, aged, blind, and disabled program, coronavirus stimulus
funds received under federal law, including the federal Coronavirus Response and Relief Supplemental
Appropriations Act of 2021 [Pub. L. 116-260] or any other law authorizing stimulus funds as a result of
the federal coronavirus pandemic emergency declaration, are not countable income or a resource.

SECTION 2. EMERGENCY. This Act is declared to be an emergency measure.
