AN ACT to create and enact a new subdivision to subsection 2 of section 12-60-24 and section
55-01-12 of the North Dakota Century Code, relating to criminal history record checks by the
state historical society for volunteers and final applicants for employment.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. A new subdivision to subsection 2 of section 12-60-24 of the North Dakota Century
Code is created and enacted as follows:

The state historical society for volunteers and final applicants for employment, except

that criminal history record checks need not be made unless requested by the society.

SECTION 2. Section 55-01-12 of the North Dakota Century Code is created and enacted as
follows:

55-01-12. Criminal history record checks.

The state historical society may require any volunteer or final applicant for employment to submit to
a statewide and nationwide criminal history record check. The nationwide criminal history record check

must be conducted in the manner provided by section 12-60-24.
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
