AN ACT to create and enact a new section to chapter 23-06.6 of the North Dakota Century Code, 
relating to prohibiting discrimination in the organ transplant process.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1.  A new section to chapter 23-06.6 of the North Dakota Century Code is created and 
enacted as follows:

Discrimination prohibited.

A person may not discriminate against a recipient at any point in the organ transplant process, 
solely  on  the  basis  of  the  recipient's  mental  or  physical  disability,  unless  the  disability  has  been 
adequately determined to be medically significant to the provision of an anatomical gift.
