AN ACT to amend and reenact section 27-02.2-04 of the North Dakota Century Code, relating to the 
number of attorneys that may participate in the rural attorney recruit program. 

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. AMENDMENT. Section 27-02.2-04 of the North Dakota Century Code is amended and 
reenacted as follows:

27-02.2-04. Attorney eligibility.

An attorney licensed to practice in the state who meets all requirements set by the supreme court 
may participate in the recruitment assistance program. An attorney participating in the program shall 
practice in a supreme court-selected county or municipality for at least five consecutive years. No more 
than foureight attorneys may participate in the program at any given time.
