Mr. Chairman and members of the committee, my name is David Borlaug. I
live in Washburm 2ind am chairman of the North Dakota Lewis & Clark
Bicentennial Foundation, which maintains both the Fort Mandan replica and
the ND Lewis & Clark Interpretive Center in Washbum. I am also currently
president of the national Lewis & Clark Trail Heritage Foundation.

I speak in fevor of HCR3027, because attention should be given the concept
of Heritage Tourism. North Dakota is brimnung with a rich and colorfiil
history, dating back a thousand years or more with the Native American
tribes that lived here. Add Lewis and Clark, George Custer and Theodore
Roosevelt, and you can see why visitors from around the world find our
state's story so fescinaling.

Imagine, for example, that hundreds of years before Red River Valley farmers
were considering which com hybrids to plant, Mandan Indians were
successfully cultivatii^ com, squash, beans and sunflowers along the banks
of the Missouri River. ^

North Dakota's tourism industry is largely dependent i^jon private, non-profit
foundations. From Medora to Fort Abraham Lincoln to Fort Mandan to
Bonanzaville to the Great Plains Art Museum, non-profit foundations are the
very bedrock of our state's tourism infrastructure.

And often, what makes these non-profits successful in their endeavors is a
special relationship with state ̂ encies. Our own example in Washbum is a
classic one. While our fbundation is solely responsible for a nearly $300,000
annual budget, maintatiring both the Fort Mandan replica and a $1.5 million
interpretive center, complete with 24-hour access rest area; the interpretive
center itself is owned by the People of the State of North Dakota, through the
ND Parks and Recreatkm DepartmenL

While we enjoy the strong support of this agency, as well as others, including
Tourism, Historical Society and Department of Transportation, we are not
part of their budgets.

Washbum is a small town with a big responsibility, to host hundreds of
thousands of visitors wlw will be seeking out the Lewis and Clark story in
North Dakota. We love the challenge, and are to it We are also grateful

that you are considering a study on how organizations like ours fit into the
whole tourism picture here in North Dakota.

Foundations, working with state agencies are making things happen. Let's see
how we can ensure that this success continues, and is enhanced ]& the years to
come.

Thank you.
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Mister Chairman, members of the House Natural Resources Committee, my name is Tracy Potter.
I am the President and Executive Director of the Fort Abraham Lincoln Foundation. I am here in

support of HCR 3027, a resolution to launch an interim study of the value of heritage tourism to
North Dakota and ways that the presentation of our rich heritage might be improved.

The INTRA study mentioned in the resolution confirmed what some tourism leaders already
knew, that North Dakota's heritage, it's legacy, is a lure to bring visitors to our state. Two or
three years before the Centennial, before INTRA, the Parks Director, Dr. Eiken, and the Tourism
Director, Jim Fuglie, put together something called the "American Legacy Tour."

This recognized two things. First, that North Dakota didn't have a stand-alone destination
attraction like Yellowstone or Disneyworld. If we were to make the state a primary destination
for tourists, we needed to link several attractions, create or enhance a theme that tied them

together, and market it appropriately.

The second thing the American Legacy Tour recognized was the value of our old places. The
ancient Knife River Indian Villages, visited by Lewis and Clark; the fur trade era of Fort Union
National Historic Site; The 7th Cavalry era at Fort Abraham Lincoln; and the cattle ranching days
represented in Theodore Roosevelt National Park.

These sites have had remarkable, important improvements in the last decade. But there are other
sites in the state, many more, with inportant histories that are nearly forgotten.

One example of that would be what I've referred to as the trail of Civil War battles in North
Dakota. OK, so there were no confederates up here (except the ones who were let out of prison
camp and assigned to Fort Rice as "galvanized Yankees"). But there were battles, huge battles,
across North Dakota in 1862, 1863 and 1864.

From a six-week siege at Fort Abercrombie, to Whitestone Hill, to the Killdeer Mountains, and
into the Bad Lands, Union soldiers fought Dakota and Lakota Indians. The battle at Killdeer
involved more warriors on both sides than were at the Battle of the Little Big Horn. Sitting Bull
fought there that day in 1864.

But, if you go to the Killdeer Battlefield State Historic Site, you bounce along miles of a dirt farm
road to reach a tiny marker and a couple graves. There is nothing to satisfy the curious, unless
you get invited to the neighboring farmhouse where there are terrific maps and artifacts down in
the basement.

There is so much left to do.

With the Lewis and Clark Bicentennial fast approaching, there will be increased interest in
heritage tourism and there will be plans to turn that historical interest to permanent advantage to
North Dakota's tourism sector.

This resolution identifies four players in state government who should be working together to



assist the development of heritage tourism. It also recommends involving the private sector
players like the Fort Abraham Lincoln Foundation, the TR Medora Foundation, the ND Lewis
and Clark Bicentennial Council, the Friends of Fort Union and Fort Totten, the Fort Ransom

Sodbusters and many more.

It may be that the legislature has a role to play in the next round of development of our heritage
tourism infrastructure and marketing efforts. You will almost certainly be asked to fund some of
the developments in coming years. But, all of that aside, in my discussions with local tourism
leaders around North Dakota concerning this resolution, we've all agreed on one thing. Passage
of this resolution can do no harm and wUl do good, if by nothing else, by focusing attention on
this important and growing sector of our state's economy.

I urge you to support HCR 3027. Thank you.
