As the Agency assigned for the pass through of funds related to the Poet Laureate position, NDCA 
requests that a structure be in place to support this position. SB 2338 addresses this. 
 
First and foremost, it is recommended that the Poet Laureate position have a term limit. In keeping 
with the majority of other states we recommend two years. This would also align the position with 
the State’s Biennial system. 
 
When someone is offered a position, it is important that an outline of responsibilities be clearly 
stated. The goal is to help the candidate be successful. It is recommended that the Poet Laureate 
conduct four public events per fiscal year in ND. This could be a variety of public presentations or 
teaching opportunities that help to elevate poetry throughout the state. 
 
There are funds already associated with this position at $10,000 per biennium. NDCA was designated 
as the fiscal passthrough and overseer of fund distribution. We utilize an annual MOU on behalf of 
the state. NDCA suggests a request for funds be submitted following participation in the four events 
mentioned above. It would also be helpful to receive a program from these events, with a bit of data 
on the participants. This valuable information demonstrates outreach to NDCA’s Federal funder, the 
National Endowment for the Arts.
